Footpaths may be rough, stony or boggy. A long and energetic 
walk on higher footpaths. Some ascents/descents may be quite 

steep. A good level of ! tness will be required.

Footpaths may be rough, stony or boggy. The walk may be on the  
highest peaks and the length could be over 15km (9 miles). Also 
the route may take you up and down various gradients, requiring 

good levels of ! tness and stamina.

Footpaths may be rough, stony or boggy. This grade may involve 
walking up to heights of 366 metres(1200ft). A reasonable level of 

! tness will be required.

Please ensure that you have suitable equipment for your activity. We recom-
mend that hill walking gear including boots (essential), warm clothing, water-
proof clothing and a rucksack are used for walks. Warm waterproof clothing 

is needed for sailing and kayaking, and shorts or leggings for moutain biking. 
You should provide your own refreshmenbts and plenty of water. All dogs 

must be kept under strict control and on a lead.

Please note for safety and comfort there is a maximum number of people per 
activity. Some activities have smaller numbers due to distance and severity of 

the terrain. Pre booking is therefore essential.

Although all the walks and activities are free of charge, some walks require a 
bus journey for which you will have to pay, and walks which use the Ullswater 

Steamers will only cost £1 each.

If your selected walk is full we will try to o" er alternative walks. There will 
also be a range of self guided walks lea# ets that visitors can obtain from 

the festival base. We reserve the right on the day to change the walk route 
in the event of adverse weather conditions. Unfortunately we cannot  

accommodate children under 7 years of age.

Walk beside Caiston Beck, with its many 
waterfalls, to Scandale Pass, over High 
Hartsop Dodd and back to Brothers Water. 

Walk 33. Pooley Bridge, Martindale and 
Howtown.

Cross. Boat fare required.
Walk on low level paths through Martindale, 
around Hallin Fell to Howtown for the 
steamer trip back to Pooley. 

Walk 34. Aira Force and Gowbarrow Park. 
Grade Moderate. Length 13 km (8.1 miles). 
Approximate Time 6 hours. Packed lunch 
required. Dogs allowed.
Start Time 10:30 Aira Force, National Trust 
car park.
Walk up to the spectacular Aira Force, 
then to the hamlet of Ulcat Row, returning 
through Swinburn and Gowbarrow Parks.

Start Time 9:30 Meet on the road above 
Helton that runs onto Askham Fell and 
Moor Divock (NY500216).

Cruise to 
Howtown, then ascend Pikeawassa and 
Wether Hill, returning via the old Roman 
Road to Pooley Bridge. 

Walk 4.  Glenamara. Grade Moderate. 
Length 6.5 km (4.1 miles). Approximate 
Time 2.5 hours. Dogs allowed.
Start Time 14:15 Glenridding Tourist 
Info Centre. Visit an ice house and the 
Grisedale valley to learn more about the 
conservation measures being undertaken 
by the National Trust.
